· Letter from your minister or if you are currently a minister or your church does not have a minister, a letter from a ministerial colleague (preferably a Congregational colleague), indicating that you have counseled with him/her regarding your intention to enter the Lay Ministry Training Program and that he/she agrees that you have the natural and spiritual gifts necessary to function as a lay minister and that your personal life gives evidence to a call to the lay ministry.

· Letter of recommendation for admittance from the Board of Deacons, or an equivalent board, of your local church which states in the opinion of the members of this board you are a suitable person, given the training and opportunity, to serve a church as a lay minister.

· A $50 non-refundable application fee, payable with credit card, will be required for your application to be reviewed. 
· Upon approval into the program, you will be contacted and asked on behalf of the NACCC member churches to complete a consent form for a background check. (consisting of Nationwide Criminal Super Search, Nationwide Sex Offender Registry Search, Social Security Trace Plus, and Statewide/County Criminal Search.) Such a search will be conducted by its designated agent. A consent form will be provided for you to complete and sign upon final approval into the program.
· The information provided in this form can be shared with instructors, the local mentor, and the Cohort mentor.
· Courses are taught at a college level, not a seminary level.  We do not offer credit courses.  You can earn a certificate of completion at the conclusion of each year, demonstrating that you completed the offered courses.
